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Table 220-A (and associated definitions from -100)

Having the table format for listing the exemptions from permits is useful! It really helps for
those farms and those smaller operations to reference quickly. | know they should read all of
the text, but the reality is most people don’t. Therefore, | think it would be useful to specify in
Table 220 A that “bulking agents” are not included in the volume limits of “material on site”, and
they are also the exemption for “All material must be generated on site”.

For example, in condition (4) in the draft table, there is language in the second line of the
column “Specific Requirements for Activity or Operation” reads “All material except bulking
agents must be generated on site”. | think that same sentence should be used in conditions (1)
and (2) as well. “All material except bulking agents must be generated on site”.

If I’'m interpreting the intent correctly, | think it should also say that in the Volume restrictions:
“Up to XX cubic yards of material onsite at any one time, excluding bulking materials” or “Up to
XX cubic yards of material, excluding bulking agents, onsite at any one time”, for all conditions.
Just for an abundance of clarity. | know the text just prior to the table tries to clarify by saying
“For the purposes of this subsection, ‘material on-site at any one time’ includes feedstocks,
active composting, curing piles, and composted materials”, but the interpretation of that
depends on whether bulking agents are included in that “feedstocks” definitions.

In the definition section “organic feedstocks” says it includes bulking agents. So either way —
whichever you intend. Needs to be clarified.

“Organic Feedstocks” vs “Organic Materials” have different definitions- kind of. And in the
Volume column it uses “materials”. So that made me think the bulking agents are exempt from
those

Other notes

Appreciate the clarification of food and meat processing waste, and the ability for allowing meat
processing waste to be co-located with other on-farm exemptions. | think this greatly reduces
the confusion that previously existed (for some) around on-farm slaughter. But more
importantly, allows meat processing facilities, who process animals from multiple farms, to
partake in composting as a waste management strategy, with multiple benefits for sustainable
agriculture and food systems. Yay!
