I am submitting this comment to urge the New Mexico Environment Department to reject Yucca Growth Infrastructure, LLC’s air permit application for the YGI Microgrid in Doña Ana County.
New Mexico is my home. It is a place where our environment is top priority. Project Jupiter would be a detriment to our land. We don’t need data centers in New Mexico. Ai data centers have no benefit to the residents of New Mexico. Everything AI can do we were able to do less than a year ago. It is a pointless and harmful technology that will hurt our environment.
