Re: Public Comment on Spray Days California

Dear Department of Pesticide Regulation (DPR),

On behalf of the Fresno County Coalition Advocating for Pesticide Safety (CAPS - 559), I would
like to commend you on the progress made over the past year with the implementation of Spray
Days, your pesticide notification system aimed at promoting transparency.

While we appreciate the strides taken toward greater openness, our members remain concerned
about a critical gap: the absence of exact location details for upcoming pesticide applications.
This specific information is essential for us to take effective precautions and better protect our
families' health and safety.

We understand that the Department of Pesticide Regulation (DPR) has chosen not to include
precise location data due to a lack of standardization in Notice of Intent (NOI) forms. We hope
that efforts can be made to address this issue, as enhanced location transparency would
significantly improve community safety and trust.

We strongly call on the Department of Pesticide Regulation to add exact application
location data to Spray Days. Accurate and standardized location reporting is essential for
transparency and public trust.

If you are not willing to standardize location reporting—a change that appears to be a
straightforward adjustment—then at minimum, please include precise location information in the
current “Location” box on the NOI forms for all future Spray Days notices. This step is critical
toward achieving better transparency.

In addition to for the need for exact location, we express serious concern that most brain-harming
organophosphate pesticides are not included simply because they are not designated as restricted
materials.

These pesticides pose a significant threat to our children’s neurological development, even
before birth. This is an issue that demands immediate attention.
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We strongly urge the Department of Pesticide Regulation (DPR) to take decisive action and
add all organophosphates to the Spray Days system without delay. Protecting our children’s
health must be a top priority, and this measure is essential to achieving that goal.

Estimado Departamento de Regulacion de Plaguicidas (DPR):

En nombre de la Coalicién del Condado de Fresno en Defensa de la Seguridad de los Plaguicidas
(CAPS - 559), me gustaria felicitarles por los avances logrados durante el ultimo afio con la
implementacion de "Spray Days", su sistema de notificacion de plaguicidas destinado a
fomentar la transparencia.

Si bien valoramos los pasos dados hacia una mayor apertura, nuestros miembros siguen
preocupados por una factor: la ubicacion de las proximas aplicaciones de pesticidas un no se
incluye. Esta informacién especifica resulta esencial para que podamos adoptar precauciones
eficaces y proteger mejor la salud y la seguridad de nuestras familias.

Entendemos que el Departamento de Regulacion de Pesticidas (DPR) ha optado por no incluir
datos precisos sobre la ubicacién debido a la falta de estandarizacidon en los formularios de
Aviso de Intencidn (NOI). Confiamos en que se realicen esfuerzos para subsanar esta cuestion,
dado que una mayor transparencia en cuanto a la ubicacién mejoraria significativamente la
seguridad y la confianza de la comunidad.

Instamos al DPR a incorporar los datos exactos de la ubicacion de las aplicaciones en Spray
Days. Si no estdn dispuestos a estandarizar la notificacién de ubicaciones —lo cual nos parece
un ajuste sencillo—, entonces incluir dicha informacion en el actual recuadro de "Ubicacién" de
los formularios NOI, en los futuros avisos de Spray Days, representa otra via para lograr una
mayor transparencia.

Una segunda cuestidon de gran preocupacion es que la mayoria de los pesticidas
organofosforados que dafian el cerebro no estan incluidos en el sistema de Spray Days, dado
gue actualmente no estan designados como materiales restringidos. Dado que estos pesticidas
representan una amenaza para el potencial de nuestros hijos incluso antes de su nacimiento,
instamos al DPR a incorporar todos los organofosforados al sistema de Spray Days.
